a. Piracy and armed robbery incidents at lowest level in decades, but IMB cautions against 
complacency 

The ICC International Maritime Bureau (IMB) has reported the lowest number of reported piracy and 
armed robbery incidents for the first nine months of any year since 1994. The report reveals that pirates 
boarded 85 vessels so far this year, while there were nine attempted attacks, two vessels fired upon and 
one vessel hijacked. Reported incidents are down to their lowest level in decades, but violence against 
seafarers has continued with 51 crew kidnapped, eight taken hostage, five threatened, three injured, two 
assaulted and one killed,

b.  Christmas toy shortages loom as cargo clogs major UK port  

Handling more than a third of the U.K.’s ocean freight, Felixstowe is battling a collision of incoming full 
containers and outgoing empties.  If goods shipped to the island nation from Asia aren’t on the water by 
now, experts doubt whether they’ll make it by Dec. 25. The average door-to-door transit time for ocean 
cargo to the U.K. from Asia has risen to more than 70 days, up from about 55 a year ago, according to 
Hong Kong-based Freightos, an online shipping marketplace.

d.  Loose lips: Everyday OPSEC can help harden your ship’s security  

In the military, operation security (OPSEC) refers to using a systematized process to assess, evaluate, 
and counter adversarial threats, including physical security, information security, cybersecurity, and other 
threat vectors. In the private sector, however, far fewer workers and companies take day-to-day OPSEC 
as seriously as is warranted. Routines and patterns lull us into an atmosphere of complacency, and we 
spend little time assessing whether we are vulnerable to attack from malactors.
