b. Maritime piracy worldwide falls to lowest level in decades, but caution urged
Maritime piracy and armed robbery attacks reached the lowest recorded level since 1994, the annual
piracy report of the ICC International Maritime Bureau (IMB), published today, reveals. IMB attributes the
drop in incidents to vigorous action taken by authorities but has called for continued coordination and
vigilance to ensure the long-term protection of seafarers.

The United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) and its local partner, the Youth Leadership
Development Foundation (YLDF), delivered fishing boats and engines to fishers in Mukalla, Yemen.
Generously funded by the Government of Japan, this effort is the first of a larger plan to deliver 100
fishing boats, 100 boat engines, 500 fishing nets and 500 GPS devices that will be evenly distributed
between Aden and Mukalla.
