While operating in support of Combined Task Force (CTF) 150, USCGC Glen Harris (WPC 1144) seized
5,000 kilograms of hashish and 800 kilograms of methamphetamine as the fishing vessel transited
international waters.

In a joint operation with the Indian Navy, the Narcotics Control Bureau intercepted an Iranian fishing
vessel off the coast of Kochi and seized 200 kg of Afghan-origin heroin, worth about 1200 crore rupees in
the international market. Six crew members of the boat, all Iranian nationals, have been taken into
custody and are being interrogated.
